Rules 

 
Participant can submit one or more entries. Each entry will be judged individually per category. Separate 

prizes for poems, essays and art. 

 

Literature - Poem, Essay 

1. Entries must not exceed 2,000 words. 

2.  Entries may be handwritten or typed, either on a typewriter or with a computer 

3.  Entries should reflect grade-appropriate grammar, punctuation, and spelling 
4.  Submit entries on any kind of paper, not to exceed 8½ inches by 11 inches in size 

5.  Do not submit entries with text on both sides of the page  

6.  Write the student’s name on the back of each page in case pages become separated 

7.  Number all pages 

 

Art 

1. All art must be drawing or painting. Pencil, crayons, charcoal, water colors, oil painting or any 
other drawing media is accepted 

2.  All art must be 2-dimensional  

3.  No collage accepted, nothing should be glued on the paper  
4.  Art should not exceed 24 inches by 30 inches 

5.  Entries may be submitted on paper, canvas board, cardboard, or canvas (not to exceed 3/8-inch 
thickness)  

6.  No mounting paper or canvas entries in any kind of frame  

7.  No covering for the art work is accepted. No lamination and no protecting the work with shrink-

wrap or a transparent plastic cover  

8.  No Sculpture, ceramics, Stained glass, jewelry, and other three-dimensional artwork 

9.  No Reproductions or enlargements of other artwork
